LESSON PLAN 
for Teaching Writing with Mentor Text (grades 3-6)
JUBILEE!
By Karyn W. Tunks
Preparation and Planning:
· Read JUBILEE! Bring attention to the connection between illustrations and text.

· Share author website (www.karyntunks.com) with students and read about her experiences that relate to the story.
· Provide a questionnaire for planning the story:

1. Who is your main character?

2. What event, place, person, or thing makes your main character curious? (Think about something unique to your community.)
3. What question will your main character ask?

4. Who are the other characters in the story? 

5. How will they answer?

6. What clever way will your main character’s curiosity be satisfied? How will the story end?
· Create a planning chart to build the story. (Sample on back.)
Writing:

· Use planning chart to write first rough draft.

· Read through the story and add more information to clarify events.

· Have a friend read it and point out any “missing” pieces. Revise.

· Add dialogue, descriptions, and details.

· Conference with teacher. Edit grammatical, spelling, and mechanical errors.

Publish (aka: share story with others):

· Add illustrations 

· Fold paper to make a “book”

· Read story aloud to peers and adults

· Audio or videotape yourself reading the story

· Use software programs for inserting text and adding graphics

· Be the director of a readers’ theatre based on the story
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
