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Ideas for the Classroom

· Create a character journal. Write one or more journal entries from the perspective of Caroline or another character in the story.

· Perform a readers theatre. List characters and assign roles to students including a narrator. Students read from the book (or an adapted script) rather than memorizing parts and perform for the class.

· Making comparisons. Compare the prices and trends from 1963 to today. Include: price for a gallon of gas or gallon of milk, hit song, top TV program, latest technology, Newbery and Caldecott book winners. 

· Write a newspaper story. How would Caroline’s visit to her grandmother be described in a small town news story? Fill in details using your imagination. 

· Fact search. Research facts about Mobile Bay such as temperature, depth, quality, relevant rivers. 

· Follow your interests. The idea for the book came from reading a news article on jubilees. Identify your own interests and write interview questions for an expert on the topic.
